I have a broad range of IT skills and experience that allow me to evaluate, design, implement, and support solutions at all levels – system analysis and design, hardware configuration, network implementation, software development, and project management. I have a very deep understanding of database programming. I have been using Visual FoxPro since the first beta of VFP in 1993, FoxPro since the first beta in 1988, and FoxBASE since 1987. Visual FoxPro is a very powerful OOP platform, and my experience with it has given me a solid understanding of OOP design and its’ benefits and drawbacks. I have been doing Fox based development continuously during my career, and VFP is has been my primary development environment.

As a SQL Server programmer, I have the keys to an extremely powerful and stable database backend. It is a great complement to a front end written in Visual FoxPro or C#.

Over the last 3 years I have made the jump into web and handheld application development using Visual Studio 2005, C#, ASP.NET, and the .NET Compact Framework. Both environments are extremely different than the Windows desktop environment I’ve used for so long. My comfort level with .NET has increased dramatically over the years.
